contains the list of relays currently configured in the system. A relay is an intermediary
component that allows XMPP messages to be routed between different servers or clusters. The list
of relays contains various pieces of information (relay name, identifier, relay type: public or private,
etc.). This helps us see which relays are in place and allows us to monitor or diagnose these
components.
